As Regards “ Canada Thistles.”

Provessor BESSEY writes to the Breeder's
Gazetie to say that the common name of
** Canada thistle” is & misnomer. It is no
more a native of Canada than it is of the
United States, While it now grows on
both sides of the line, it is in reality a
native of Europe and Asia, having come to
America a8 a weed, probably in the seed of
grsins and grasses. Bentham in his hand-
book of the *‘British Fiora” calls it the
‘‘ creeping thistle,” as also does Lindley in

»
another eminent English authority, calls it
‘“ the commonest pest of agriculture.” Leng
before #anerica was known this plant was a
vile weed in the Old World. We ought
not, the Professor says, to insult our good
Caiadian friends by continuing to call this
pest the Cauada thistle, Let us hereaiter
call it the *‘ creeping thistle,” and in order
to be sure that we make no mistakes let us
for a while use the butanical name also in
out writings—cnicus arvensis, or as former-
ly written cirsivun arvense.

A word further as tothe habits of this
thistle. When it grows from the seed it
makes a growth of lcaves and roots the first
year, gathering nourichment for ite next
year's development, when it sends up its
flowering stems. At the same time it forms
a number of strong underground stems
which run under the surface and
come up at & distance from the parent
jplant.  Euach one of these underground
{stems will produce another plant, and if
cut up may produce one for every joint.
They are very tenacious of life, and may
retain their vitality for days, or even weeks,
when removed frowm the ground. For-
tunately this thistle, while it blossoms
freely, does not seed [reely in this part of
the country.
upon its underground stems f[or means of
propogation.

How to get rid of it is a most serious
question. Having had somo experience,
iullow me to make the following sugges-
tious :—

1. Regin to eradicate the thistle as soon as
