Bleaching and
doftening seems to be a major
problem.

There are, of course, several pre-
pared bleaches on the market to-
day. However, as far as elbows
are concerned, you won't find any-
thing much more satisfactory than
your old favorite, fresh lemon
Juice.

Simply keep half of a lemon on
the bathroom shelf, then, when-
ever you wash your hands, twist it
around on your elbows, rihsing
and drying them carefully after-
ward.

To keep arms soft and smooth
from wrists to shoulders  begin
with three or four tissue cream
treatments, then use your hand
lotion several times a day.

CANNED PEACHERS OR
APRICOTS

It is more healthful to select
fully ripened peaches for canning,
although these give & ragged
appearance to the out edges.
Fimer fruit will slice and cut
cleaner and neater and come from
the can in very good looking oon-
dition.

Prepare jars and equipment by

sterilizing, make sprup wusing 1
cup sugar to 2 cups water, for
peaches or apricots.
Prepare peaches or apricots by
pouring boiling hot water over
them, and leaving it on just long
enough to loosen the skins—then
peel off the skin leaving as smooth
a surface on the fruit as posstble—
cut in halves to remove stone. As
enough peaches or apricots are
done to fill & far, flll jar (as soon
at it is sterile) and fill to over-
flowing with syrup, screw down
top over rmubber and glass top ana
put in warm water in boiler (as
for berries) having water come
halfway up outside of fars, Steril-
ize for 20 minutes for ripe fruit,
25 for firm fruit.

Perhaps no wild flower is so truly
indicative of spring the ap-
proach of spring—as the modest
little primrose, nesting demurely
on its cushion of green leaves. It is
one of the earliest of garden flow-
