A TORY STATESMAN'S VIEW OF THF SITUATION
N IRELAND,

The following is a passage from a speech
d livered by Losd Rindoipa  Churchiil
Birminghan:

You
would suppose, from tne ianguage which 1s

Ireland 1s being treared by DBritain as a
conquered country, and that the Liish people
ale b(' nyg governe i as if tdl\ weie an

enslaved pcwph. You would suppost. that the
Government in Ireland 18 decidediy despoti

responsible to no one, that every day or every
month or every year innoceut pesous are
either hanged or sent lo prison for years oi
i for life, that no poliucal frecdom of any sort
or kind existed there. More than that, you
would suppose that the occapicts of the soil,
the great mass of the peasanrry, the cuitivat-
ors. are ground down aud tyrannized over in
the most barbarous fashion by every imagiu-
able engine of landlord tyrauny and oppres-

sion. 1t that were the case, if there were any
portion of truth in that statement of the case
of Ireland, I would be a Home Ruler to-
morrow. (Hear, hear, and cheers. Bat
what are the facts gentlemen? What
are the facts of the case? The
Irish people are as free for all practical
purposes as you in this town-hall. (Cheers.)
You do not Ll]jU\ one bit more of individual
freedom than they do under the Constitution.
I'hey enjoy the most perfect political equlity
with you. With them, mind you, no State
Chureh disturbs the symmetry of religious
liberty. \With them uo inteiference of any
sort or kind by the Government in the exer

cise of their political rights ever occurs. They
have 103 up:csentutww in Parliament, con-
siderably more than they are cntnlul to
(cheers) by their population. Tiese repie
sentatives are elected by the great mass of the
people just as your own r presenta‘ives
jJected. There is not the smallest official

finterference by the Government with the
edom of electionin Ireland. The e ections
Ireland takes place under the seevecy and

protection of the ballo®, and no ouve interfe: es
wit1 that seerecy or proieciion except the
Roman Catholic priests (dissent) aud the
members of the National League. (Cheer:
and hisses.) Any public meeting which has
even a semblage of legality can be held in
Ireland without the smallest interferenc
(hear, hear); any speech, no matter how
violent as long as it does not obviously and
openly incite to crime, can be deliv ered with-
out the smallest notice from the Government.
But, more than that, the Irish peasantry, the
cultivators of the soil, are surrounded and
protected by an invulnerable, an impregnab!e
wall of legislative fortitication the strength of
which has been concentrated for years a!l the
skill of your most able and expeiienced
public men. (Hear, hear.) More tha
that, gentlemen, the lrish cultivators, by the
free use of British credit and British re-
sources, can transform themselves from oc
u,pp-ls into absolute owners, and they enjoy
for that purpose privileges and facilities
which 1 can tell you from a Treasury poin
of view are hudiy financially sound. and
which hithetto have been denied by Parlia
ment to our owa people. Now, this
position of Deland.
