With the advent of mutation
mink with their different colour
patterns, fur graders place em-
phasis. upon clearness of colour
and blending of the underfur with
that of the guard fur of the par-
ticular mutant type. Cotton-like
underfur called “cottony underfur'
which is a very light coloured, is
considered undesirable.

Careful observation of the fur
of championship animals at Mink
Shows and of the variously priced
bundles of dressed mink pelts at
large fur auction houses are in-
structive aids to the average mink
rancher in acquiring a knowledge
of mink fur quality. Mink which
tend to retain good colour in
other seasons of the year than in
the fur season, have usually bet-
ter fur colour at the prime state
than more variable animals.

Size of Pells

The size of the mink pelts is
also important because greater
valuation is placed on large pelts
provided other desirable traits are
present, Because size is inherited,
selection should be made for large
animals in both sexes which have

fur. Generally, too, in re-
lation to the breeding of mink,
large active males are prefcrable
to smaller ones.

Healthy animals which are good
eaters, from litters with clecan
nests, and free from nervous hab-
its, such as screw neck and weav-
ing or other pernicious traits
such as tail chewing, are desir-
able. No definite age limit can
categorically be stated for the
number of years & mink should be
kept, but it would seem usually
inadvisable to retain animals for
breeding purposes more than four
or five years in a ranch. Excep-
tions, however, may be made for
valuable proven breeder males.
Sexually inactive males and fe-
male mink which prove difficult
to breed, as well as those with a
record of killing their young
should be pelted.

The study of the pedigrees of
mink in the selection of breeding
stock should also receive consid-
erable attention because linebred
or inbred mink, which have de-
sirable hereditary traits for fur
quality, size and breeding vigour,
are more likely to transmit these
traits to their offspring than an-
imals “of mongrel constitution, but
of equally good appearance. Avoid
retaining mink with good fur
which do not nick well with that
