TORONTO (CP) — The stock
market suffered its worst setback
since last November Tuesday dur-
ing moderate trading.

The Toronto Stock Exchange
took its usual path in the foot-
steps of Wall Street, which fell
sharply. A rally in the closing
minutes at New York, however,
failed to help here.

There were few winners in any
section of the market. And what
gains there were were almost neg-
ligible. Refining oils, pipelines and
losss.
