In the full of the fol
lowing year ke left for Rome to study for the
priesthood, and there he remained for some
eight ornine years &t the Irish Collage, an
example of piety and assiduous prosecution of
those studies necessary for the Ecclesiastical
state. Huving been ordained priest, he re
| turned to Newfcundland in September 1849,
{and resided at Carbonear as Curate of his un
cle, the late Very Rev Charles Dalton, until
The Teland was just at
that time divided into two Dioceses, and Dr.
Dalton’s qualities baving proclaimed his fit
ness for Episcopal jurisdiction, he received
the mitre from the ha: ds of the late Dr, Mul-
lock in the Cathedral of this town on the 25th
May, 1856 His subsequent career has ad-
wirshly justified the choice then made of him
a8 chief pastor.—His admioistration of the
afluirs of his diocese was uniformly di ected by
prudence and wise judgment ; and not to speak
of wany minor memorials, the enlarsement
and completion of the beaunful Cathedral of
Harbor Grace will be ever a splendid illustra-
tion of his apostolic zeal. fle was spared to
witness the dedicatjon of this great monument
on the last feast of the Immaculate Concep
tion, when Dr. Mallock atteuded a'd presch-
ed the appropriite sermon. Ii is only five
months azo. yet within as many weeks they
bave bath been numbered with the dead !

To that ex:lted holiness which his calling
demanded and which seemed part of his nuture.
Dr. Dalton united a siugularly clear intellect
a large store of general learnings, Firm to
inflexibility in all that he believed right, he
was neverthaless one of the most modest and
retiring of hu:an beings. In friendly and
social iutercourse, his wanners were gentle
and gracef | in a remarkable degree; and
while ever anxious to forget, and induce others
to furget, to all allowable extent the elevation
of his sacred office, there was still in his ap
pearance and in all about iim gn innate dig
nity which could never fail to remind you of
his true and just distinction. It is needless to
add that he was beloved, as a man merited to
be, by both priests and flock, and that by both
will bitter, bitter tears be long mingled with

A few weeks ago Her Majesty’s three eldest
sons received ovatious in different parts of the
worid. The Prince and Princess of Walcs
were feted, as Christians never were before,
in those ancient countries which recoznize the
Sultan as their Suzerain. In Ezypt and in
Turkey, all that the most lavish expenditure
could accomplish to do honor to the heir-
apparent of the British Crown, and his lovely
consort, was tried, and with admirable effect
In Australia the Duke of Edinburgh received
the cordial weleome of the Queen’s subjects in
the artipodes. In Ireland, Prince Patrick—the
Irish refuse to recognize him by any other
name—won his way deep into the hearts of
the people of Ireland by his goodInature, hig
affuble manners, and his thorough gocd sense
and right feeling. Wherever he appeared,
whether at Maynooth, at Trinity College, a:
Punchestown, in the heart of Tipperary, at
Lismore, or in Killarney, he made himself a
popular favorite ard furnisked an additional
argument in favor of the expediency of more
frequent intercourse between Royalty and Ire-
land thau has aitherto been kept up. I the
olden time this chariness of Royal visits to
Ircland was intelligible, The travels of
George III from Lordon never, we believe,
extended further than Weymouth., His son
aud successor visited Ireland, Scotland, snd
Hanover after his accession to the throre, and
h's reception in lreland was certainly well cal-
culated to induce 8 repetition of the visit, if
he had bad the heart to appreciate honest
loyalty and & genercus forgiveness. In later
days the Queen and her consort, three of her
sous, aud her cousin, the Duke of Cambridge,
have visited Ireland, some of them wmore than
ouce ; and upon every oecasion the conduct of
the people, even wheu swarting under u seuse
of acute wrong, bus been redolent of their
soile=warm, generous, aud  enthusiastically
