The Intermational Civil Avia-
tion Organization reported to-
day that air traffic in 1962
reached the highest peak in his-
tory, and that the rate of growth
of traffic has returned to satis-
factory levels after a bad year
in 1961

ICAO, an inter - governmental
agency affiliated with the
United Nations, reported that in
its 98 member nations the num-
ber of passengers carried was
123,000,000, an increase of 11 per
cent over the 191 figure. Pas-
senger-miles amounted to 81,
500,000,000, an increase of 12 per
cent over 1961.
