Consumer Price
Index Climbs

OTTAWA (CP) — The consumer
price index rose by one-fifth of a
point to 116.6 from 116.4 during
March, following price rises for
some foods, rent, automobile licen-
ces and medical and dental fees.

The increase is the first in three
months, the bureau of statistics re-
| ported Friday. The cost-of-living
yardstick had dropped by two-
fifths of a point in January and
remained unchanged in February.'

Based on 1949 prices rqulllinx‘

100, the index has shown surpris-
ing stability in the last two years.
Fluctuations have been relatively
small though workers’ earnings
have increased.

Food prices which had been fall-
ing stiffened slightly during March.
Prices rose for potatoes, other
fresh vegetables, fruits, eggs, cof-
fee and cheese, outweighing dec-
lines for all beef and pork cuts
and margarine.

Rents and home-ownership costs
also rose, along with footwear,
