WIHAT LUEMBURGS THINK.

They kaow that as citizens of an iadependent
State they are now to die; and the great question
with them is~—which mode of death will be the most
agreeable ? ** None pleases them.” They are as
hard to satisfy in this respect as the old author
whouse words ure quoted. Rut the form of destruc-
tion which 13 dreaded more thao any other is un-

ulent to this,
a far less terriblo end, and there are numbers of enl
thusiastic peraoas here who actually desire it. These
belong to what is called the ** Liberal party,” for
eveu in Luxemburg, where the most perfect freedom

ted there are, probably for the sake of fashion, both
Liborrh aud Conservatives. Annexation to Belzium
would please everyoue except Frenchfield Liberals
aud a very small Prussian party who are bound to
Prussin by commercial and other ties, and who
maintaio that the material interests of all Luxem-
burg demand the closest possible connexion with
Gormany. I believe they are right, but I am quite
certain that this view is a very unpopular one, and
that whether the sympathy with Fraoce be great or
not, the antipathy to Prussia, in Luxemburg, is very
strong. Ihe Prussians and the Prussian official
systomt dre disliked, while the Prussian military con-
scription is teared. But the notion of being annexed
to Belgium is looked upon as impracticable. It
would pet solve the difficulty finally. The Luxem-
hurg fortress in the hands of suth & weak Power as
Belgium would be a coustant temptation both to
France and Prussia. As for neutrality under a
Kuropean guarantee that would ouly be respected
uutil & pretext for war arose.
