Rush To Get
iranian Qil |
Flowing Again |

LONDON (Reuters) —Both par- |
ties to the Iranian oil agreement
moved quickly Tuesday to get the
agreement into operation and re-
store the flow of Iranian oil to
world markets.

About 23 hours after the agree-
ment was signed here by repre-
sentatives of Britain's Anglo-
Iranian Oil Company, the eight-
company international grouping of
which Anglo-Iranian is the largest
shareholder sent a team of 12 ex-
perts by air to Iran on a survey
mission. They will determine the
requirements of the long-idle oil
installations in south Iran and of
the Abadan refinery, the world's
largest.

In Tehran Finance Minister All-
Amini presented the treaty, offi-
clally signed by the government
just two days ago, to the Iranian
parliament with a plea for speedy
ratification.

Under the agreement the Iran-
ian oil industry will leap from its
present standstill condition to plan-
ned exports of 13,000,000 refined
tons a year by 1957,

Annual targets for refined oil
exports are 6,600,000 tons in 1955,
10,500,000 tons in 1956, and about
13,000,000 tons in 1957

These targets are dependent on
the agreement coming into opera-
tion by Oct. 1, and may not be
realized if the ratification debate
continues in the Iranian parlia-
ment for the full month some ob-
servers expect. 0

In the last year before former
premier Mohammed Mossadegh’s
government seized the oil industry
from Anglo - Iranian, production
reached 32,000,000 tons a year.
