from impeding the service af legal process, us false in its premises ;
implying that the inhabitants of this Island are prone to geditions
and tumultnous assemblages, and beyond the controul of the
gsual means for preserving the peace; whereas no such *¢ rintous
assemblies” ever take place in this Tsland ; and that they further-
more consider the power which it places in the hands of the Ma-
gistracy as highly unconstitutional and dangerons, and that its
operation would be oppressive and unjust, and calculated to pro-
mote the disorders which it proposes to prevent.
