LONDON (CP) — Adele Wise-
man, a 28 - year - old W
writer whose first novel has
been published ip Canada, takes
her achievement calmly. She says
the puhucll{ abouf her book is
“a lot of fuss about something
that i$ really over for me.”

The small, dark' Canadian au-
thor took seven years to write
The Sacrifice, the story of a fam-
ily of Ukrainian Jews newly set-
tled in Canada. Possibly that ex-
plains why publication seems
gomething of an anti-climax to
Miss Wiseman, who strikes one
as a modest, mature - minded
woman.
