Itis now used a good deal in what
are called washing fluids, and the dealers
can afford to let you have it cheaper than
potash. Put a pound into two gallons of
water, and apply it with a swab. We have
never seen any damage done by it. It will
keep the bark green, and it kills the m
which instantly changes colour on touching
it, and in time scales off. Sometimes ap-
ple trees, especi young trees, become
lastered over ‘a species of scales,
looking like a minute muscle shell, whicl
stick very closely to the bark,
the covering to an egg of a minute fly, that
lays them there, unq they are injurious to
the growth of the tree. Soft soap smeared
over them will destroy them. Dr. Norris
recommends two parts of soap, cight pa
of water, and lime enough to make a white
wash, which he would apply with a brush.
