OTTAWA, (CP)—Canada’s baby
boom continued in May with a
10-per-cent rise in births bosting
the total for the first five months
of 1955 to a record 180,489.
Cradles rocked with 38,992 new
babies in May, a rise from the
35,504 a year ago, the bureau of
statistics reported Thursday. This
new diaper crowd increased the
five-month total by 3.2 per cent
over the*178,878 produced in the
similar 1964 period.

All provinces showed increases
in May except Nova Scotia, Mani-
toba and Alberta where births de-
clined.

While births increased in May,
marriages were virtually un-
changed from a year ago. Mar-
riage registrations for the month
edegd ahead to 9,189 from 9,144
but for the five months dropped
to 35,384 from 35,675.
