1. One spade. The general rule
is to bid the longest suit first, but
in this case it is far better to
abandon the rule for the sake of
all around expediency.

What is the intended rebid it
the opening bid selected is one
heart ? There can be no satisfac-
tory rebid if partner's response
is one notrump, two clubs or two
diamonds. "To rebid two spades
over any of these responses is a
gross overbid begging for trou-
ble.

2. Two spades. Although there
are not the high card values or
the point count usually associ-
ated with a game demand two
bid, a bid forcing to game is ad-
vised. Failure to make a two bid
iwill make it very difficult to per-

4. One notrump. All three re-
quirements for an opening no-
trump are met: proper distribu-
tion and points, with stoppers in
all suits. A club bid would make
it difficult to rebid correctly over
many of partner’s possible re-
sponses.
